This project involved upgrading TH 63 (a High Priority Interregional Corridor) to
freeway status between TH 52 and 48" Street South in Rochester. This was
accomplished by constructing two interchanges (40" Street & 48" Street), closing
all existing at-grade crossovers and entrances, and reconstructing/constructing
frontage roads to provide access to adjacent property owners. The acquisition
of right of way required the purchase of over 90 parcels. The displacements
ranged from houses, apartments, businesses, signs, and personal property. The
right of way was needed for the construction of two interchanges and upgrading
the associated roadways/streets to provide access and improved traffic capacity.
This project was a cooperative effort through a partnership between Mn/DOT,
Olmsted County, and the City of Rochester.
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
